- We want to continue to grow the church. For 2@09,budget is - ($93,458). We would like to see a
budget for 2010 of — ($50,000) and to have a badmudget by 2011.
The net deficit for 2009 will include a loan fronuiid 3. The loan will be $25,000 and is availahle tb a
repayment of $25,000 on the original $500,000 kbat was borrowed from Fund 3 to purchase the Goule
building.
Part of our 2009 budget---no cost of living forféteith the exception of Kati Arp and Paul Klemméav
were promised merit raises.
Our DPA is budgeted for $139,000. This is the 2@%easment by the Diocese of Oregon. It helps stippo
the Diocese as well as the greater Episcopal Chincluding outreach and administrative costs.
Some of the cut-backs for 2009 include groundgipaiail/security which Kati has reassigned to thztGe
position. Security will continue to be done byariside group. Another cut-back is; by sending THE
WORD via e-mail rather than using postage. AlIS8ETWORD will be sent out every other week.

A REPORT FROM THE PRIEST IN CHARGE

| begin this report with these well-known versesirSt. Paul. | did it not because | thought | r@esome pious
platitude to begin my report (although it couldntirt, | suppose), but because Paul’'s words expres®f my
deepest values and one that characterizes StsRaulsh. We exist as a congregation because @sGwe. We
come together week after week to experience God®. | Importantly, we are called to share God'®loAs
Christians, God'’s love shapes everything we do@mgregation. However, such a simple yet profaunuith and
understanding of our call to discipleship is oftergotten or buried beneath an avalanche of wand; a
apprehension.

As many of us have experienced in our own livesliveein anxious times. Many of us are not useduoch chaos
and upheaval. Dangers exist on many fronts artlumevorld. The fighting in Iraq and Afghanistatages where
some of our friends and loved ones serve, contimadated. The recent earthquake in Haiti remisdsf the
fragility of life as we witness loss of such uninreaple magnitude. Closer to home, as we watclketoaomy
decline and jobs disappear (even our own), honreslfused upon, cars repossessed, our retirementiatsc
plummeting, and fear grips our lives, a centralsgiog emerges, calling forth a response: As Claristi how are
we called to live in these anxious, troubling timeA key part of the answer, | believe, is the gestion that we
are called not to be anxious, but to hope. Wealled to be a sign of hope to this fallen and broworld.

In the Catechism (BCP, p. 855), the mission ofdingrch is defined as the restoration of “all pedpleanity with
God and each other in Christ.” This mission iedilwith hope of new life, of new beginnings. T@atechism
further proclaims: “The Christian hope is to livélwconfidence in newness and fullness of life, emdwait the
coming of Christ in glory, and the completion ofd@®purpose for the world” (BCP, p. 861). In othwesrds,
anxiety is not the final answer or last word. @f@line, so to speak, is the life, death, and resttion of Jesus
Christ. Living in Christian hope means that thisreomething more than the present circumstanctgearurrent
difficulty. God is at hand in all that we do. Gisdat work in the world. God is moving in our rsid And,
echoing Paul, we believe that nothing can separafeom God’s love.

Wihgaweek
after week, Sunday after Sunday, to pray and wpr&loid as a community of faith. We offer oursellask to
God in the form of our time, talent, and treasoféering them as sacramental signs and symbolsiokowve of
God and love of neighbor.

Importantly, we exist not only to meet immediatede but also to meet future, and perhaps even agmeed
and unanticipated, needs of our community. In dlarts to balance the budget, we must be carefulamtain
our core values and the programs and people needieeé them out It is a difficult balancing actachieve at
times, but it is well worth discipline effort anttiggle if we are to remain a strong and vibraatplfor people to
encounter Jesus Christ for years to come. .

However, accepting this reality has an additioradddit if we choose to confront it. Instead ofiled things and
events drive our actions (which to a certain exvafitalways occur), we are invited to plan and ision the role
we feel called to play in God’s redemptive workMiarion and Polk County and the world beyond our edrate
borders. We will look for ways to actively respaidhe reality of the world around us, diligengliyd prudently
working and praying to live fully into our baptismdentity. We will seek to balance our own needrenewal in
our baptismal identity and purpose with the calfligcipleship in the larger community. In renewal engage in
intentional practices and patterns of behavior ¢ghatind us as baptized members of the church. Nte gore
fully into the image of Christ in the midst of arjga community that is healthy and faithful, thréugorship and
prayer, and increasing our self-awareness and parsesponsibility. It is a process of becomirginti salt, and
leaven; developing an “inquiring and discerningrhand incarnating what Evelyn Underhill call:i$truments
of love.”

With our gymnasium, nregspaces and worship spaces we have much to offer
anyone. Our opportunity is to be the preemineritoveing place in our area for spiritual healingrtoce
and education. We have been working steadilyxactéy this position Our Outreach Commission has
created an array of activities that is unparalléedur community.

c. Needed repairs were made to the little boiler (Heatts the chapel), basement sump pump, backflow
preventer, riding lawnmower and a kneeler.

d. Dry rot damage was fixed in the corner of the cgand/patio off the hall outside the kitchen.

e. Three double-pane windows adjacent to the walkvibmya Steinberg Hall lost their seal and were
replaced.

f. The Rector’s office door was brought up to fire €gdy installing an automatic closer tied into tine
alarm) allowing the door to be left open.

4. Opportunities

a. Recent high winds blew off original shingles cagsamother leak in the same general area that was
repaired last Spring. The repair estimate is $7800the damage is covered by $500 deductible
insurance. The timing and cost to re-do the estiiagled roof is being evaluated.

b. Gutters and drains have been improved, but a pabjgbeing evaluated to improve drainage by
sloping the grounds away for the church to direct #then capture surface run off.

c. The wooden fence between the Walton House and ¢leGBuilding parking lot is falling down. It
has been decided to take it down (rather than cepthonce dryer weather returns.

d. Attempts to find replacements for broken tilesha thurch have not succeeded. A plan to repair the
cracks was recommended by the Art and Architecamittee and will be implemented soon.

e. An energy analysis was performed. One recommendatas to add thermostats so that each no longer
controls the heating level of multiple rooms. lesimated that this would reduce the annual hgatin
bill by about $1800.

f. Emergency lighting is needed in the staircase octimgethe narthex to the area of the second fl@ar n
the family room and Dr. Klemme’s office.

The Stewardship Campaign launched in October 20@® ieffort to extend the mission of St. Paul8o know
Christ and make Him known in the world”Under the direction of St. Paul's Vestry and Eathim Young, a plan
was developed to connect personally with as manyimees as possible, so that a fiscal budget couttekeloped
for 2010 that would base expenses on known incpnrarily from pledges.

While not a legally binding obligation, pledges @ithe Vestry the best indication of members’ interg toward
fiscal support and are critical to the budget pssce

Phase lof the campaign centered on personal visits istmany homes as possible. Although we could ndt vis
everyone in the first phase of our campaign, tlesv8tdship Committee felt it was important to corveith many
of you directly and in person.

GOULET BUILDING COMMITTEE
The 2009 economic performance of the Goulet Bugdepresented a substantial improvement over 2008ile
occupancy at the end of both years was 100%, rentaie was $16,949 higher in 2009 while operatixgenses
were $2,865 lower. This reduced operating expeasespercent of gross income from 48% to 43.9%.

The operating account balance increased from $23#the end of 2008 to $76,352 for 2009, givirgkhilding
a bit of a financial cushion entering 2010. Inifidd, $25,000 was distributed to St. Paul's durd@9, whereas
there was no distribution the previous year. Tikdbng out-performed the 2009 budget in all respedncome
was $23,474 over budget, operating expenses $98% |mon-operating expenses $5,501 lower, resuiltimgpt
income $29,956 greater than projected for the year.

However, with that being said, we anticipate thattwo largest tenants will be leaving the buildeayly next
year. The property management company and the dteerwill be monitoring the situation closely and
hopefully find new tenants to fill this space.
